PCard Transaction Report QFN130 QF Campus Report 

The PCard Transaction Report available under the Campus Reports Icon in Quantum Financials can be 
a very useful tool for managing your PCard activity. A User Aid for “How to Run the PCard Transaction 
Report” can be found on the Quantum website. This versatile tool can be used by cardholders, au-
thorized reviewers, reallocation delegates, and department administrators to manage PCard respon-
sibilities. A best practice suggestion is to run the report at least monthly. 

PCard Expense Report Status Definitions 

A PCard Expense Report, and its related expense items, can be identified in one of several statuses 
throughout its lifecycle. Definitions of each status are available on the Quantum website. 

Attachments Reminder 

When reallocating PCard transactions, remember to include all supporting documentation as attach-
ments. A best practice suggestion is to include documents supporting each transaction at the line 
item level and, on at least one expense report each month, include the transaction log and Visa state-
ment at the header level. Instructions for how to include attachments can be found in the UPK tutori-
al for Creating an Expense Report. 

Requesting Cardholder Information Changes 

Important changes to cardholder information (e.g., name change, new approver or delegate) must be 

made by submitting a UMB Purchasing Card Account Maintenance Request Form to Strategic Sourc-

ing and Acquisition Services. Additional required information specific to each requested change is 

also included on the form.

QFN205 Invoice Status Report  

The Quantum support team is getting ready to release the new Quantum Financials QFN205 Invoice 

Status Report and related UPK tutorial. Both will be available after Friday, October 22. The report, 

QFN205 Invoice Status Report, will be located under the Campus Reports Icon on the Quantum Fi-

nancials home page. This report will allow end users to verify the approval and validation statuses for 

invoices and payments made to Suppliers. While parts of this information are available in various 

places such as Quantum Analytics - R50 Report and the Transaction Details Union Report, the 

QFN205 Invoice Status Report will now pull it all together in Quantum Financials with options for se-

lection parameters such as Project Number, Award Number, ORG, Supplier, and Account Combo or 

SOAPF. The UPK tutorial will walk users through how to run the report and will include information 

on matching Business Unit with Payment Method and Approval Status, as well as definitions for Vali-

dation Statuses. Look for more information on using this helpful new report in future Bytes issues.

The resulting report has drillable capability to the Award Detail Report for further review of each 
award.  

New Views for Quantum Analytics SPP 7062 Activity Report 

The SPP 7062 report under the Sponsored Management dashboard 

can be used to get the detailed working fund/check request and debit 

memo activity related to study participant payments (SPP). Although 

it is located under the sponsored dashboard, it will show non-

sponsored activity as well. The results are drillable to the related 

NONPO invoice or debit memo details. New “View by” options have 

been added to provide an Abbreviated Columns view and an AP/Working 

Fund view that limits the columns to just those needed by AP as working fund 

request backup.

Quantum Financials Upgrade Scheduled for November  

The Quantum support team is preparing for its next quarterly upgrade for Quantum Financials coming in November 2021. As with 

all Quantum upgrades, the team evaluates the release notes provided by Oracle to determine which new features will impact our 

system based on our configuration decisions and plans for testing before the upgrade will be pushed to the production environ-

ment. The team will be testing the applicable new features over the second and third week in November and the upgrade will be 

applied on Nov 19.  You can find information about Quantum upgrades and planned outages on the IT Alerts section of the myUMB 

portal page. Remember to clear your browser cache before you sign in to Quantum Financials and Quantum Analytics after all up-

grades so that any new features or fields will appear. After the upgrade, if you see something that looks inaccurate when using the 

system, please send that information, with a screen shot, to help@umaryland.edu  so that it can be investigated. 

Sending Secure Encrypted Emails with Office 365 

All UMB persons with an Office 365 email account can send encrypted email by adding [secure] to an email’s subject. Office 

365 will encrypt the email and all attachments before sending the email to recipients. Recipients can reply to the encrypted email 
and their reply plus any added attachments will also be encrypted. When sending any confidential information (PHI, PII, credit card 
information, etc.), it is strongly recommended to use this method to ensure that only the recipient can view the information. An 
encrypted email cannot be larger than 25 megabytes. Please refer to the Center for Information Technology Services webpage for 
more detailed instructions.
